The following cats are very shy and will need a very patient owner. We have waived the 

adoption fee for them if we can find them the right home. 

 
You cannot touch Dudley. In her current foster home, they are 

just beginning to draw her out of her shell after 7 months... She 

is not mean, she just doesn't want to be handled. Dudley loves 

to prance and play, and doesn't mind an audience, as long as 

you don't want to pick her up or pet her!! Dudley would make a 

wonderful companion for another cat, as she gets along 

famously with other feline friends. If you want a project cat, or 

are looking to save a cat that would definitely have been put to 

sleep in a traditional shelter, then Dudley is the girl for you. 

Trixie was a very sweet but shy kitten who was adopted and then 

returned many months later as a young adult, with the owner's 

explanation: "I didn't have any time for her." Now Trixie is 

extremely shy and it will take a very long time for anyone to 

acclimate her to their household. After 7 months in her foster 

home, Trixie is just beginning to explore her environment, always 

under cover of darkness... We are hoping to find Trixie a quiet 

home with another cat, as she truly enjoys the company of other 

cats. She will sometimes enjoy being petted, but is very skittish 

when approached quickly and definitely does not like to be 

picked up. Please help us find a home for this cat...she would 

most certainly have been euthanized in a traditional shelter. 

Tavi is a shy kitty with a very gentle disposition. We have had 

her since she was a young kitten. Tavi used to have the most 

amazing motor once you got hold of her....the sound of her 

purr was just so wonderful! Now she gives a hiss when you 

approach her and would prefer that you just leave her alone. 

We are hoping Tavi can find someone with the patience to 

remind her that life is good! With a little effort and a lot of time, 

the right person is going to be thrilled with the love this cat has 

to give! We think Tavi would do best in a home with no other 

animals, or with just one super friendly in-your-face kind of 

cat, so she has a reason to seek the attention of her humans.   

Marble is a very loving, older kitty who has hyperthyroidism 

and interstitial cystitis. Both of these conditions are being 

treated with daily medication, which is easily given. She would 

thrive in a home where her caregiver has lots of time and love 

to give.

Starting in 2012, we have added an ά9ŘǳŎŀǘƛƻƴŀƭ /ƻǊƴŜǊέ to our newsletter. This section will  focus on 
answering some frequently asked questions that all pet owners might find helpful. Each month we 
will  select a different topic. We hope you will  find this valuable.  

Educational Corner 

We chose “Feline Immunodeficiency Virus όCL±ύέ as our January topic since we currently have 2 FIV+ cats, Winston 
and Bandit, for adoption. Sadly, there are a lot of myths and misconceptions that surround FIV and the cats that 
have it. Hopefully dispelling these myths will encourage you to consider adopting or fostering one of these cats. 

A few common FIV myths: 
Å FIV+ cats are highly contagious and they cannot live in a home with FIV- cats. 
Å FIV+ cats are doomed to live short and unhealthy lives. 
Å FIV+ cats aren’t worth the effort: they are just going to spend their entire lives sick 
 
All three of these statements are absolutely untrue. Just a bit of factual information about FIV and its impact 
on a cat’s life could dispel any and all fears potential adopters have when thinking about adopting an FIV+ cat. 
 

The truth  about FIV: 
Å FIV stands for Feline Immunodeficiency Virus 
Å FIV is not transmissable to humans or other specifies of animals 
Å FIV has an extremely low transmission rate among neutered cats 
 
FIV is transferred only by saliva-to-blood or blood-to-blood contact. It is not passed from one cat to another 
through sharing a litter box or food dish, grooming, or minor scuffles. Significant puncture wounds would have 
to occur for an infected cat to transfer FIV to an uninfected one. Fierce battles like this are rare – almost 
unheard of – amongst neutered cats living in a home or kennel environment.  
 
Many FIV+ cats live long, healthy lives. Often, owners only discover their cat has FIV late in life when the cat 
has developed a secondary infection. Many FIV+ cats live 15 or more years before there is any indication of an 
immune system compromise. Because most shelters ŘƻƴΩǘ test for FIV and most cats show no symptoms of 
secondary infection for many years, the majority of cats are not tested for FIV. This means there are many FIV+ 
cats living long, healthy lives amongst non-FIV housemates – and their owners don’t even know it.   
 
Keeping FIV+ cats healthy requires nothing out of the ordinary. It is really quite simple. The way to insure a 
healthy FIV+ cat stays healthy is the same way you ensure any cats stay healthy: 
 

Å Provide routine veterinary checkups 
Å Feed high quality food 
Å Seek medical care if symptoms of infection or illness occur 

 
If your FIV+ cat remains indoors, eats well, and is well cared for…its immune system can stay strong for a very 
long time…just like an FIV- cat! FIV+ cats deserve the same chance as their FIV- counterparts to live full, happy 
lives with families that love them. These cats don’t know they have a disease – but they do know they need a 
home! 
 
Remember, FIV is not a death sentence. Come and meet our FIV+ cats. These cats are loving, playful friends 
and they are waiting so patiently for new homes…Save a life – adopt or foster a great cat today!
